Subject Summary


Math:  We are finishing Unit 1 on Place Value this week.  The Unit Test will be Thursday.  It will include reading and writing whole numbers in 3 forms, comparing whole numbers, rounding whole numbers, and comparing decimals to hundredths.  There will be no homework this week in Math due to the Fair.  The work we do in class this week will give students time to practice the skills being assessed.  Extra Credit for Week 2 is due Aug. 29th and Week 3 will go home that same day.





Social Studies:  We just finished Chapter 1 and everyone did a great job on their first test.  This week we will begin Chapter 2 and will be learning about cultural diversity in America and patriotic symbols. Toward the end of the week we will be learning about the rights and responsibilities of American citizens.
