Subject Summary





Math:  Students will be studying multiplication as we begin Unit 3.  If basic facts are still a struggle for your student, please practice these at home.  Please check the Agenda Book for Math HW this week.  Week 9 extra credit will go home Monday and is due by Oct. 17th.





Social Studies: We will be starting a unit on The Northeast.  Students will be learning how many early settlements in the Northeast grew into some of the largest cities in the United States today.





Science: We will be starting a unit on Ecosystems this week. A study guide will be sent home for the upcoming test. Check agenda book for the test date. Students will also be completing flashbacks this week. A quiz over this week’s flashbacks will be on Friday, October 14. 





Reading:  We will begin literature circles this week.  Each student will get a chapter book.  They will need to read from the chapter book each night and record the summary on the reading log.  .  


Reading Skills:  Story elements – character, setting, plot, inferencing and summarizing.
