Subject Summary





Math:  We will complete Unit 2 by finishing up with division this week.  Students should be able to do basic division facts 0-12 by memory, by showing a picture of fair-share, by using repeated subtraction, and demonstrating division as the opposite of multiplication.  Please check the agenda book for homework this week.  The Unit 2 test will be Thursday, and I’ll send home a study guide Monday.  Extra credit for Week 8 will go home Monday and is due by Oct. 10th.





Social Studies:  Students will be taking the Unit 1 test on Thursday.  We will be reviewing during class.  A study guide will be sent home Monday.





Science:  We will be taking a test over the Animal Kingdom unit on Tuesday. Afterwards, we will be studying Ecosystems. Don't forget to be working on your science fair project due Dec. 5.





Reading:  Story of the week:  “Tales of a Fourth Grade Nothing” – the play.  We will be practicing the play in our book and presenting in the classrooms to the younger grades.  


Reading Skills:  Story elements – character, setting, plot
